COA Meeting Minutes

January 3, 2012
Meeting called to order at 1:05PM.

All members present and Judy Jegelewicz.
Minutes of December meeting read and excepted as written. Motion to except made by Ted Wysocki and seconded by David Worth. Passed unanimously.

Discussion on purchasing a safe for Wales Senior Association photo album continued.

Gerard Bernier asked why should town spend money on safe when they have Iron Mountain for secure storage?  Mr. Towns explained that safe would be available to hold any COA items that required storage also. Judy Jegelewicz said that she already had a small safe and that she was uncomfortable spending COA funds on a safe since she did not know if funds might be needed for another COA expense. She further expressed the concern that this item had not been included as a line item in FY 12 budget. After more discussion COA opinion was that Expense budget was not based on line item and that there was some room for purchasing items other than those noted in budget request. David Worth offered to go to this evenings BOS meeting and ask them to pay for the safe. After discussion it was decided not to involve BOS at this time. Motion was made by David Worth to purchase safe. Seconded by Ted Wysocki. In favor: Bill Towns, David Worth, Ted Wysocki. Opposed: Gerard Bernier, Sandra Tunstall. Motion passed 3 to 2.
Judy Jegelewicz reported to committee that she had done more research on Boston Post Cane and suggested that COA consider recommending to BOS that a pin be awarded to the oldest citizen in lieu of the cane. This pin would be a replica of the head of the cane and would include all of the wording on the cane. She further reported that she had given a picture of the top of cane to Steve Valle, a metal artist, to see if he could give a bid on the project. So noted. Motion was made by David Worth to send letter to BOS informing them about this plan. Motion was not seconded and discussion followed. COA determined that they would table decision until they received response from Steve Valle.
Bill Towns told committee that he would like COA to begin to write up building use regulations so that they would be in place when town takes over building in 2013 or 2014. (Exact date not yet established). COA would recommend to BOS that they adopt these regulations. Tabled until next meeting to allow for more research.
