Complaints

21 Woodland Dr. Anonymous complaint.  Smell of septic for several years, worse during rain.  BOH will go to property to check.
Union Road solar project –BOH received a complaint about the catch basin at the solar project on Union Road.  She was concerned that it is standing water that could be a breed ground for mosquitos.  She said that she called the DEP, who suggested she contact the BOH.  Then we received a call that someone was over at the solar project pumping water from the catch basin.  

BOH went there to collect samples from the catch basin and see what was going on.  When BOH got to the solar field, they observed a bottle of something next to the basin, and took photos.  One of the men working there saw him and went over and grabbed the bottle.  BOH spoke to them and was able to get contact information for the company so that we could contact them to find out what is going on.  They explained that they were pumping water to hydroseed.  Before BOH left, they grabbed a sample of the water.  Observation of the catch basin surface didn’t show signs of mosquito breeding.  The water was coppery in color.  BOH asked the lab if they could help us.  They said that without knowing what to test for, they couldn’t help, and that the sample would need to be larger.  The bottle that was observed at the catch basin is called Valley Green Tackifier, it is a fertilizer.
