30 Woodland Hts. – Complaint from neighbor.  This house is abandoned.  He says that the town owns it.  There is a well on neighbor’s property which belongs to 30 Woodland Hts.  It is deteriorating and becoming dangerous.  There is also a dead tree on property which is starting to lose branches.  One of them came down on his fence while he was near there working on his yard. Town doesn’t own this yet.  It is in court, but there is no judgement yet.  The lawyers for the property owners have until 7/15/2019 to respond.  There won’t be a court date until after 7/15.

John & Shanon Grasso to discuss 2 Woodland Hts. Property has a burnt out trailer on it, trash is being stored inside the trailer.  
DH – There isn’t a lot that the BOH can do.  Suggest writing a letter to BOH with a cc to BOH.  
JG – concerned that there’s possibly medical waste mixed in the trash.  They had a fully disabled son, and there might have been medical waste generated from that.  There is also a strong odor coming from it.  

DH - BOH can write a letter to the property owners, and ask them to clean it up.  Will cite that it’s attracting animals, there is an odor, and there’s possible medical waste in it.  
Bill Darnley – Wales Brookside Village

BOH contacted engineer who designed new system.  He said that he was meticulous about tying in all trailers to new system.  We also contacted the DEP.  They said there is a new certified water operator who has been there since April.  He has lowered chlorine levels, also has fixed a leak in the system.  Chlorine residuals have consistently been around 0.5 mg/l, which allows for an adequate residual to be carried through the distribution system.

BD – Says some systems were uncovered, there was a T but was not connected to house.  At one time all houses were marked with a stake and flag, but were not hooked up.  Stakes are gone now. 

Also, they have shut off utilities without notifying residents.  MGL says that they are to be notified in advance of any interruptions in service.  

DH – When DF gets back in town, BOH will go there and look.  We will try to get the engineer there too.
