Ernie Pearson – Missed the meeting where this was approved.  Concern about his well, 50’ from system.  Concerned that this wasn’t a tight tank, like other systems in the neighborhood.  Would like a plastic barrier/diverter installed.

Mark Farrell (designer of system) – There won’t be an issue with this system.  This is an upgrade to the system, and if there have been no issues with the well water prior to this, there won’t be any issues now.  The regulations require that tight tanks are only an option if a septic system can’t be installed.  If there’s any way to put in a system, you have to.  DEP allows for variances to wells.  The old regulations only required 50’ setback to wells.  The property has fill in the back yard and the soil is good soil.  

EP – Would like a barrier and still concerned about water quality.
MF – Can add a change order to put in a poly barrier.  Also, to add two water tests, one now, one in a year.  
All plumbing should be connected to system.  

EP – If well becomes contaminated sometime in the future because of the system, who is responsible for a new well?

DF – We would have to ask town counsel.

DH motion to support adding two change orders.  Add a poly membrane, 2 well tests, one now and one in a year.  KM 2nd.  Vote 3-0
