He doesn’t see the need for the barrier, it wouldn’t protect the well.  Concerned about who would be responsible for a potential future failed well.  How do you prove what caused the failure and who would be responsible?  

Potential future failure would need to be investigated.  Could do a Title 5 inspection to determine if the system is working.  

JC – If the change order was signed, there’s nothing that the BOH can do.  The BOH can’t interrupt a contract someone has with PVPC.  

RG – The neighbors race dirtbikes and throw junk near their well.  

KM & DF – It would need to test positive for coliform for it to be caused by a septic system.  It could be many things, including a dead animal.
